
Instructions for Use of Pneumatic Flooring Nailer 

Before you begin: 

Warm nailer up to room temperature.

Make sure all bolts are tight, but do not over tighten – this can cause the bolts as 

well as the threads inside the nailer to strip. 

Run air compressor between 80 – 90 psi. 

When first hooked up to the compressor, sometimes the nailer can leak some air 

through the top of the nailer.  If this occurs take the staples out of the magazine and

strike the plunger a few times and it will stop. 

Load the staples into the magazine and begin installation. 

As you are installing: 

All nailing is done trough the tongue side of the flooring.

Nail the boards along the length of the tongue side of the board.  Nail about one 

inch from each edge of the board and every six to eight inches in between. 

Periodically check the bolts on the nailer to ensure that they are still tight. 

Add 1 to 2 drops of oil approximately every 150 sq.ft. Do not add too much oil. 

The nailer will not run properly if there is too much oil in it. 

Never strike the nailer anywhere other than on the plunger, and never strike it 

with anything other than a rubber mallet.

If you encounter a problem with the nailer: 

Two things cause 99% of problems with the nailer:

the bolts holding the magazine in place are loose or

there is too much oil in the nailer.

If the bolts are loose, the staples will not align properly and jam inside the nailer.  If this occurs,

take the bottom of the nailer apart and clear any jammed staples from the cylinder, including in

behind the plastic stopper.  Then clean the cylinder and put the nailer back together, ensuring that

all bolts are tight.  If necessary, take the staples out and strike the plunger a few times to get the 

piston moving again.  If the nailer has too much oil in it air will leak through the top of the

cylinder and you will also see a little bit of oil leaking from the vents in the top of the cylinder.  If 

this occurs, take the bottom of the nailer apart and wipe the oil from all parts, including the inside

the cylinder and the plastic stopper.  Then put the nailer back together, ensuring that all bolts are

tight and resume installation.

The nailer is in good working order prior to each rental.  It must be returned in good working

order.  Striking the nailer with anything other than a rubber mallet and/or striking it anywhere

other than on the plunger will cause damage to it.   The customer agrees that he / she will assume

responsibility for any repairs needed due to mis-use or abuse of the nailer.
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
