
Sika AcouBond Instructions 

Snap a chalk line as per normal;

Lay foam in same direction as flooring strips; 

Foam goes 1” away from wall, and ½” away from any other type of flooring; 

Leave ½” between rolls of foam;

Fill the slots on foam with glue; 

Run a bead of glue between each roll of foam;

Run a bead of glue around perimeter of installation; 

Glue bead is 3/8” – wont completely fill holes and gaps until you compress wood;

Wood goes to within ½” of wall (1/2” expansion gap);

Go tight against tile, and leave expansion gap on other side of room;

Glue reducer to concrete with no foam under; 

Double bead of glue under reducer; 

If floor is flat to within 3/16” over 10”, then don’t roll the floor; 

If floor has dips, then may want to roll to prevent hollow spots; 

Stack wood on installed floor as you install; 

When you step on floor it shouldn’t move – if it does, put some weight on it; 

Leave weight until the next day for glue to set up; 

Note:  foam is 1” from wall, and a perimeter bead of glue goes beside foam, 5/8” 

from wall.  Wood goes to ½” from wall, and when the perimeter bead of glue is 

compressed, it is also ½” away from wall. 
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
