
FloorEver Engineered Hardwood Flooring

FloorEver is the best quality engineered hardwood floor on the market today.

FloorEver is constructed from five layers of wood of the same thickness, which 

means unsurpassed stability.

o A paper-thin veneer of hardwood is liable to delaminate easily from the 

plywood underneath; 

o A thick layer of hardwood over thin layers of plywood will expand/contract 

with changes in humidity in exactly the same way a solid hardwood does. 

FloorEver is constructed from five layers of northern hardwood, which means

unsurpassed stability. 

o Most engineered floors have a veneer of hardwood over layers of pine or 

spruce or some other inferior wood. 

o Different species of wood have different indexes of stability, which means a 

product made from more than one species of wood can often twist in reaction 

to changing humidity.

o FloorEver Maple floors are constructed from five layers of hard Maple, and 

FloorEver Red Oak floors from five layers of Red Oak, which means it will 

withstand much greater changes in humidity before moving.

Five layers of northern hardwood means a FloorEver Maple engineered floor is as 

hard as a ¾” thick solid Maple floor, because the layers of wood underneath are just 

as hard as the surface layer.

o A maple veneer glued over a spruce plywood is not much harder than spruce 

itself.

Five layers of northern hardwood means a FloorEver engineered floor can be sanded 

and re-finished, and it will still be just as hard as when it was new. 

o When you sand and refinish most engineered floors, they will be much softer 

than they were originally, because there will be less of the hardwood veneer, 

and the softwood underneath will be that much closer to the surface. 

FloorEver engineered floors are manufactured in a cold press, without adding any 

outside heat.

o Most, if not all, other engineered floors are made using a hot-press method,

which builds stresses into the product, and makes it more prone to 

delamination when in use at normal room temperatures.

FloorEver engineered floors carry a lifetime warranty on the finish.

FloorEver engineered floors may be installed in a number of ways:

o nailed to plywood or OSB, at or above grade; 

o glued down to plywood at or above grade; 

o glued down to concrete at, above or below grade; 

o glue down applications may be either with or without a sound-proofing 

membrane.
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
